The Monmouth County Vocational School District has been working with the local health departments to provide the H1N1 vaccines to our full time students. 


While no date is yet established, it is our expectation that students will be able to receive this vaccination in school during the school day during the month of November.   You will be notified of the date via the school phone messaging system.  I need to emphasize that this vaccination is not mandatory; it is your decision as a parent. 


In order to provide parents with information to assist in making this decision, I have included two information sheets from the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention:


2009 H1N1 Influenza Vaccine Inactivated (the flu shot)


2009 H1N1 Influenza Vaccine Live, Attenuated (the nasal spray vaccine)


These forms are for you to keep.  I encourage you to consult your physician if you have additional questions.


I am asking all parents to complete the enclosed consent form and return to school via your son or daughter by Friday, October 30.  On the form, you will need to designate and sign whether you consent (or do not consent) to have your child vaccinated.  Please return the form either way.


As this is an evolving situation, the health department needs to know approximately how many of our students will need to be vaccinated before they can finalize their plans. The return of this consent form will allow us to provide this information.


I do believe there will be additional opportunities for students and adults to receive vaccinations on other dates and locations throughout Monmouth County.
