I will need to make alternative arrangements in order to ensure completion of requirements and sufficient opportunity for teachers to evaluate performance prior to Friday, June 12th. In order for our records to accurately depict the intentions of our graduates, we have requested that seniors report the following information to their guidance counselor; all college acceptances, all scholarship offers, anticipated college of enrollment and intended major. For this information to be included in our Senior Brunch program, it must be received by May 29th. Please encourage your graduate to bring this information in as soon as possible.

Students must ensure that all district-owned materials are returned and accounted for and, if applicable, all book fines are paid in full by the end of the school day on Friday, June 12th. Any outstanding fines may result in a student not being permitted to participate in the commencement exercises. 

Graduation rehearsals will be held during the school day in the MPR on Thursday, 6/18. A final rehearsal will take place at the Monmouth Regional High School’s Performing Arts Center on the afternoon of the 18th. Seniors will need to make transportation arrangements to MRHS and for departure as they will be dismissed from there. Please complete the attached permission slip to detail the arrangements for my official record. Before departure from MRHS, seniors will receive caps and gowns, senior brunch tickets*, and eight graduation tickets*. Once EVERY senior has received their materials, all seniors who are not in danger of violating the district attendance policy will be dismissed.

*Note: All requests for additional tickets must be made in writing and sent directly to me (e-mail is acceptable) as soon as possible. These will be distributed proportionally, depending on availability. 

On the 19th, Seniors who are not in danger of violating the district attendance policy may elect to arrive for the Senior Luncheon and report directly to the Commons area in the Student Life Center at Brookdale Community College with their parents/guardians, which begins at 2:00 p.m. and depart with them at the conclusion of the event (approximately 4:30 p.m.). Students are required to report no later than 5:30 p.m. to the designated ‘dressing’ location at MRHS (to be determined). I do not recommend arriving any earlier than 5:15 pm, as there is a graduation letting out at 5:00 pm that will just be clearing up at that time and available parking will be limited until that time.
