1) As a member of the American Diploma Project (ADP), New Jersey is one of 26 states moving towards requiring all high school students to take specific courses in mathematics and science and redesigning high school assessments to include end-of-course tests.

All New Jersey public high school students who are enrolled in a first year biology course any time during the 2008-2009 school year, must take the End of Course Biology Test. In addition to the EOC test, field testing of a biology performance assessment instrument will also be administered to this same group of students. For HTHS, this “lucky” group is the freshmen class and the End of Course Biology test will be administered the morning of Monday, May 18th.   The performance assessment will take place the following morning, Tuesday, May 19th.
