Cosmetology Program

 

Students will be offered admission based on their composite score using the following rubric:

 

Attendance:  50% - Students may earn up to 25 points.

1-5 absences: 25 points

5-10 absences: 20 points

10-15 absences: 15 points

15-20 absences: 10 points

20-25 absences: 5 points

 

Grades:  50% - Students may earn up to 25 points per core academics only (math, science, English, history) and the grades will be averaged.  Students applying in grade 10: 9th grade final grades, 10th grade through 2nd quarter.  Students applying in grade 11:  9th and 10th grade final grades, 11th grade through 2nd quarter.
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4. If less applications than spaces available are received, all qualified students will be accepted.

 

5. If more applications than spaces are received, pupil selection will be based upon need as established by the number of qualified applications from each school district with all schools being given equal access to all programs.

 

a. Each school would be given a quota of openings based upon the number of applications submitted by the school for that program.

 

b. Factors of consideration will be:  complete application, counselor recommendations, attendance, grades, personal interview with vocational counselor.

 

Applications for regular high school programs will be processed through the high school guidance department in the school that the applicant attends whether it be a public or non-profit private high school.
